The Caribbean region has the world’s second 
highest HIV prevalence rate after sub-Saharan 
Africa. 

UNICEF and its partners have been supporting 
national and local programs to prevent the 
transmission of HIV from mothers to their 
babies.  They have also provided pediatric 
treatment to children and services to support 
and protect children whose lives have been 
impacted by HIV and AIDS. 

UNICEF’s partnership with The Eastern Canada 
and Caribbean District of Kiwanis International 
will provide $1,000,000 in services to critically 
needed HIV and AIDS programs in Guyana, 
Jamaica and Trinidad & Tobago.  The focus will 
be on PMTCT (prevention of mother-to-child 
transmission) programs in Guyana and 
Jamaica, while Trinidad & Tobago will focus on 
HIV prevention and care among vulnerable 
children and adolescents. 

Our project will save the lives of children – 
children like Kayla. 

We are approaching the end of the second 
year of our District project.  Children like 
Kayla need our help now.   UNICEF has 
projects ready for our funding.  At our 
convention in Saint John we will celebrate our 
success to date but we still have more to do.  
We have a $1,000,000 promise to keep to the 
children of the Caribbean.  Together we will 
keep that promise!
